Dear student: 

On behalf of the Hispanic Business and Professional Association (HBPA) I want to let you know about the HBPA Foundation Scholarship Program for 2010-2011.  If you want to be successful in your application and selection please read the following guidelines: 

1. The Scholarship Review Committee will determine the amount of each scholarship granted for tuition ($500-$2,000) per academic year.

2. The scholarship applicants must meet the following eligibility criteria without exception:

· Be a high school or college student planning to enroll full-time at a college or university.  See #5 below for more information.
· Student must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5

· Student must be able to demonstrate involvement in the Hispanic/Latino community (one letter of recommendation requires this information)

3. Completed scholarship application, two letters of recommendations, one copy (official/unofficial) of high school or college transcripts, and a 200-word essay on “How do you plan to contribute to the Latino community after completing your education”.  The application with all these documents must be postmarked on or before April 8, 2010.

4. All scholarship applicants are eligible regardless of their ethnicity and citizenship status.

5. The scholarship applicant must be a resident of Washington State and must be graduating from a high school located in Spokane County, WA or currently attending a college/university in Spokane County, WA.  (Exception: a student graduating from a community college in Spokane County, WA who is planning to attend a 4-year college/university located outside Spokane County.)  
6. The HBPA Foundation Scholarship is given annually and applicants may reapply in subsequent years.

7. Scholarship award recipients are encouraged to attend the Annual Recognition Ceremony on May 6, 2010 at Spokane Community College.
